Unlike ShadinÕs current ETM the ETM XL has STC approval for the engine type instead of the 

airframe. This will allow for numerous installation opportunities whether the aircraft is fixed 

wing, rotorcraft, turbo prop or turbine jet powered. 

 

The ETM XL is in phase one of a three-phase project. Phase one will supply the Engine Mounted 

data processor with no flight deck display. Phase two will offer the same processor along with a 

modern flat screen 3 ATI display. Phase three will include a primary means engine instrument 



replacement display that includes Engine Trend Monitoring. Additionally, Shadin is evaluating a 

trade in value for all current ETM owners for upgrade purposes.
